Section I: Instructions for Online Bid Submission 

Instructions to the Bidders to submit the bids online through the Central Public Procurement Portal for e Procurement 

at https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app. 

1. Possession of valid Digital Signature Certificate (DSC) and enrollment / registration of the contractors / bidders on 

the e-Procurement/e-tender portal are prerequisite for e-tendering. 

2. Bidder should register for the enrollment in the e-Procurement site using the “Online Bidder Enrollment” option 

available on the home page. Portal enrollment is generally free of charge. During enrollment / registration, the 

bidders should provide only valid and true information including valid E-mail id. All the correspondence shall be 

made directly with the contractors/bidders through E-mail id as registered. 

3. Bidder need to login to the site through their user ID / password chosen during enrollment / registration. 

4. Then the Digital Signature Certificate (Class II or Class III Certificates with signing key usage) issued by SIFY / 

TCS / nCode / eMudra or any other Certifying Authority recognized by Controller of Certifying Authorities (CCA) 

India on eToken / Smartcard, should be registered.
