The official said that Mr. Veeramuthuvel had expressed his desire to donate the money equally to
the alumni associations of four institutions — Elumalai Polytechnic College in Villupuram; Sri
Sairam Engineering College in Chennai; National Institute of Technology in Tiruchi; and IIT-
Madras.

At a function on October 2, Chief Minister M.K. Stalin felicitated nine scientists, including Mr.
Veeramuthuvel and former ISRO Chairperson K. Sivan.

Besides a cash reward of %25 lakh, the Chief Minister announced that nine scholarships would be
instituted in their names with a corpus of X10 crore to cover tuition and hostel fees of nine
engineering students who were allotted seats under the 7.5% quota for government school students.

In October,
the TN government felicitated nine “remarkable space scientists from Tamil Nadu”,
including Veeramuthuvel, and announced an award of Rs 25 lakh to each of them in
recognition of their contribution to space research.

Speaking to TNSE, Veeramuthuvel said Chandrayaan-3 belonged to the country. “It is
not my personal project or achievement. It is a teamwork. Hence, | felt that accepting a
cash award for the Moon mission would be unethical. I've come from a humble
background and | know the difficulties of an economically weak student. | felt the award
money should be given for a good cause and help deserving students from humble
backgrounds to study and achieve their aspirations,” the space scientist said.

Veeramuthuvel said he thought of distributing the award money to the team members of
Chandrayaan-3. “It is more about the team than one person. But it would have been a
difficult task, so | requested the TN government to distribute it equally among the
educational institutions where | studied.”

‘I am here today because of them. Unfortunately, my first school -- Railway Mixed High
School at Villupuram -- is closed now,” said the scientist, who is the son of a railway
technician. Asked if he could have kept part of the award money for his personal needs,
including towards home loan and his daughter’s education, he said that his salary is
enough for him and his family.

‘It was my dream to join Isro and | am here to serve my country. Similarly, my daughter
will also study and come up in life,” he added. Earlier this month, Sandhya Venugopal
Sharma, Additional Secretary, Department of Space, Bengaluru, wrote to A Karthik,
Principal Secretary, Higher Education Department, TN, stating that Veeramuthuvel wants
the award money to be equally distributed among the educational institutions where he
studied.

The institutions are Elumalai Polytechnic College, Villupuram; Sri Sairam Engineering

College, Chennai; National Institute of Technology (NIT), Tiruchirappalli; and Indian
Institute of Technology (ITT), Madras.

Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) scientist P Veeramuthuvel (46), the project
director of the Chandrayaan-3 mission, has said that he would like to donate the Rs
25 lakh awarded to him by the Tamil Nadu government to the four educational institutes
where he studied.

In a letter, Sandhya Venugopal Sharma, additional secretary in the department of space,
wrote to A Karthik, principal secretary of the higher education department in Tamil Nadu,
saying that Veeramuthuvel would like the amount to be equally distributed among the
alumni associations of Elumalai Polytechnic College, Villupuram; Sri Sairam Engineering
College, Chennai; National Institute of Technology (NIT), Tiruchirappalli; and Indian
Institute of Technology (ITT), Madras.

Veeramuthuvel, the son of a railway employee, was born in Villupuram and is a product
of the government school system in Tamil Nadu.

In October, the Tamil Nadu government had felicitated nine “remarkable space scientists
from Tamil Nadu” and announced an award of Rs 25 lakh to each of them as a recognition



of their contribution to the field of space research. Chief Minister M K Stalin had also
hailed Veeramuthuvel's achievement.

“We became the fourth country to demonstrate the soft landing onto the moon surface
and the first country to go near to the South pole of the moon,” Veeramuthuvel had said
after the successful landing of Chandrayaan-3 on the surface of the moon on August 23.

The National Institute of Technology, Trichy, will bestow the Distinguished Alumni Award for
Excellence in Public Administration upon Indian American Dr. Raj Iyeron December 12.

Iyer served as chief information officer (CIO) for information technology reform in the Office of
the Secretary of the Army. The Secretary of the Army personally appointed him with a special
mission to update US Army technology in order to counter growing threats from countries like
China.

Iyer was the first civilian to hold this position which had previously been held by a three-star
military General. As CIO from 2020 to 2023, he set the strategic direction and oversaw the
execution of policies and programs for IM/IT including managing an integrated IT architecture,
enterprise data management, cybersecurity, and cloud management.
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NIT’s award is in recognition of Iyer's groundbreaking public service as the first civilian to hold
the position of CIO for the United States Army. He was nominated by other alumni and former
professors for the honor.

In 1992, Dr. Iyer earned a BS in Electrical and Electronics Engineering from the National
Institution of Technology, Trichy (NITT), which was previously known as Regional Engineering
College Trichy. He went on to earn a Master's and a Doctorate in Electrical Engineering from the
University of Texas in the United States.

As CIO lIyer’s rank was equivalent to a three-star general, which made him the highest ranked
Indian- American in the Army’s history. In the role, he

also managed an annual budget of $16 billion to manage IT infrastructure, which supported
1.4 million soldiers and civilians in over 300 Army bases worldwide.

During his time as CIO, Iyer received numerous industry and government awards including the
Distinguished Civilian Service Medal for his legacy of digital transformation efforts to build a
data-centric Army. The Chief of Staff of the Army General McConville even called him a “Soldier
for Life.”

Post his retirement from the Army, the Trichy native returned to the private sector in March 2023.
He currently serves as the global head public sector business for ServiceNow — a Fortune 500

silicon-valley based enterprise software company.

In his new role, Iyer advises governments worldwide on large scale digital transformation efforts
to enable

them to better benefit from technology to serve their citizens and keep their nations safe.
