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NIT-T HOLDS oTH, IIM-T CLIMBS TO 16TH IN NIRF; FEW
TRICHY COLLEGES SLIP

Trichy: NIT-T has retained its 9th position among engineering institutions, IIM-T has
climbed to 16th in management, and four arts and science colleges have secured
places in the top 100, according to this year's NIRF rankings released by the Union
education ministry on Thursday. While several institutions remained in the top 100,
some slipped compared to last year.

The rankings are based on five parameters: Teaching, Learning and Resources (TLR),
Research and Professional Practice (RP), Graduation Outcomes (GO), Outreach and
Inclusivity (OI), and Peer Perception (PP).

At the overall level, NIT-T improved to 30th from 31st last year. Bharathidasan
University (BDU) slipped from 55th to 61st, though it remained 31st in the
universities category. "We are happy that the position has been retained. There is no
clarity as to why we came down in the overall and research categories, but gaps will
be identified to ensure we go up next year," said Rajesh Kannan, a member of the
BDU VC committee. Last year, BDU was ranked among the top 50 in research but did
not feature in that list this time.

NIT-T continues to stand out as the only non-IIT in the top 10 engineering
institutions, holding the 9th spot for ten consecutive years and ranking first among 31
NITs nationwide. This year, it also ranked 9th in architecture and 33rd in research,
compared to 8th and 31st last year.

In management, IIM-T rose from 27th to 16th, while NIT-T and BIM slipped. In arts
and science, the number of ranked institutions from Trichy dropped to four from five.
St Joseph's College retained 25th place, while Jamal Mohamed College slid from 59th
to 84th. "Most institutions in the top list are aided, but we are both aided and self-
financing. It's unfair to compare apples and oranges. Even if there are penalties for
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research retractions, they shouldn't make such a difference. There is no clarity in
evaluation, and no physical verification," said Jamal Mohamed College principal
George Amalarethinam.

National College, which featured in the top 100 last year, dropped out. "We need
more time to assess it. The newly introduced negative marking for retracted research
papers could be a factor," said principal Dr K Kumar. This year, NIRF introduced
negative marks for retracted papers to make assessments more authentic.

Tamil Nadu National Law University and other Trichy institutions also failed to feature
in the new SDG category rankings.

The National Institute of Technology—Tiruchi (NIT-T) has retained the ninth position
among the top 100 engineering institutions in the country under the National Institutional
Ranking Framework (NIRF) India 2025 of the Union Ministry of Education released on
Thursday.

The NIT-T stood 9th in 2024 and 2023 and 8th in 2022. It could only retain the ninth
position despite a marginal increase in the score from last year’s 66.88 to 68.14 this
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year. However, the institute moved up a rank to the 30th position this year in the overall
ranking of institutions in the country with a score of 60.05.

“It is also 10-in-a-row for NIT-T as the number one institute among the country’s 31
NITs. The Departments of Architecture and Management have been creditably ranked
9th and 57th, respectively. The hard work and unstinting efforts of the faculty, students,
alumni and staff have helped the Institute continue its glorious run at the national level,”
said G. Aghila, Director, NIT-T.

[IM-Tiruchi’s record

The Indian Institute of Management, Tiruchi, climbed up to the 16th spot, from last
year’s 27th, among the top 100 management institutions in the country while the
Bharathidasan Institute of Management dropped two ranks to secure the 96th position.

Despite a rise in its score to 58.06 from last year’s 56.81, SASTRA, a deemed university
in Thanjavur, fell behind by a rank to stand 29th among the top 100 universities in the
country while Bharathidasan University retained its 36th rank this year. The Central
University of Tamil Nadu, Tiruvarur, climbed up to the 83rd position from last year’s 99.

SASTRA ranked 40

SASTRA secured the 40th rank among engineering institutions. It has been placed 51 in
the overall ranking while the Bharathidasan University (BDU) was ranked 61. SASTRA
moved up three spots to stand 11th among the top 40 law institutions this year.

St. Joseph’s College, Tiruchi retained the 25th position among the colleges. The
Government Arts College, Kumbakonam, and Rajah Serfoji Government College,
Thanjavur, featured among the top 100 colleges by securing the 71st and 79th
positions, respectively. In 2024, the Government Arts College, Kumbakonam had stood
96 while the Rajah Serfoji had broken into the top 100 this year.

Other colleges from Tiruchi and central districts that featured in the top 100 colleges list
this year included Dhanalakshmi Srinivasan College of Arts and Science for Women,
Perambalur (40), Bishop Heber College (46), Holy Cross College (52) and Jamal
Mohamed College (84).

The National Institute of Food Technology, Entrepreneurship and Management,
Thanjavur, was ranked 13th among the top 40 institutions in Agriculture and Allied
Sectors.

THE National Institute of Tech-
nology -Tiruchy (NIT-T) re-
tained its 9th position among
top engineering colleges in the
country. The latest NIRF (Na-
tional Institutional Ranking
Framework) rankings show
NIT-Tiruchy improving the in-
stitutional standing to 30th
overall.

According to the latest NIRF
rankings, NIT Tiruchy has
improved its overall in-
stitutional ranking
from 31st to 30th this
year. It has also re-
tained its 9th position
among the top engineer-
ing institutions in India,
making it the only non-IIT
institution to feature in the top
10 of the engineering category.
NIT Tiruchy has consistently
maintained this top status
among NITs for the past decade,
making it 10 years in a row as

tions, ranking 9th and 57th, re-

Meanwhile, under the Uni-
versities category, Bharathidas-

A Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) Corner, which will serve as as a hub for information
and engagement on standards, was inaugurated at the National Institute of Technology,
Tiruchi (NIT-T) on Thursday.

A Students’ Chapter of BIS, the national standards body of India, was also inaugurated
on occasion by Pramod Kumar Tiwari, Director General, BIS.

The BIS Corner, located at the Central Library of NIT-T will provide access to
information on Indian standards, handbooks, and technical literature, enabling students
and faculty to familiarise themselves with the frameworks that underpin quality,
interoperability and safety.
